1 Introduction

1.1 Background information

e-Mandate is an optional feature to the SEPA Core Direct Debit Scheme. It was agreed in the June 2007 EPC Plenary to add this feature to the SDD Scheme. The implementation of the e‑Mandate feature needs to be documented on different levels such as:

· the Service Description presenting the business rules and requirements of e‑Mandates 

· the development of  standards for UNIFI (ISO 20022) XML Standards compliant messages for exchange of data between the actors involved

· the development of standards for the ‘e-Operating Model’ for the secure communication and connections between the technical routing and validation services needed for the operation of e-Mandates over the Internet. 

1.2 Service Description

The Service Description has been developed by the SPS WG of the EPC. It was submitted for national consultation amongst banking communities in December 2007. After receiving comments from this national consultation, amendments have been made to the Service Description, and a new version (EPC306-07 v1.1) has now been issued by the SPS WG. 

This version of the Service Description is now submitted again to the National Banking Communities for approval of the changes made as result of this consultation. This version of the Service Description is also being submitted in parallel for consultation by external stakeholders. A storyboard is also attached to the consultation documents, which gives a short visual introduction to the e-Mandate service.

1.3 The e-Operating Model

1.3.1 Background information

The EPC e-Operating Model will be defined (with the support of and external supplier) in the following three documents:

i. The High-level Definition of the EPC e-Operating Model presents a broad description of the e-Mandate e-Operating model, message flows, data model and general requirements for the solution and for the parties.

ii. The Security Concept of the EPC e-Operating Model will have the objective of establishing a security platform via the definition of security requirements that must be fulfilled by the detailed specification in order to mitigate risks evaluated through a risk assessment.

iii. The Detailed Specification of the EPC e-Operating Model will have the objective to present a comprehensive description of each requirement allowing an unambiguous implementation. It will include implementation guidelines and a complete XML schema for the e-Operating Model.

1.3.2 Next phase of Consultation

The High-level Definition of the e-Operating Model (i) has now been developed. This description is now submitted for consultation to national banking communities who  are requested to give responses to the following questions.

The Service Description (document EPC306-07 v1.0) has been upgraded to take account of the major comments received during the national banking communities consultation in December 2007, resulting in version 1.1.
